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Tearful Eyes of a Strong Believer

The most telling example of a man who few people
would think that he might cry out of fear of Allah is
"Umar ibn Al-Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him).
‘Umar was known for being strong, fearless, and un-
compromising when it came to matters of faith. Despite
that, it was related by "Abdullah ibn Isa that he had two
black streaks on his face as a result of constant weep-

ing.

‘Umar's awe and fear of Almighty Allah was so intense
that he once said, "If someone announces from the
heavens that everybody will enter Paradise except for
one person, | would fear that | would be that person.”

Thus, the strong "Umar was fearful of his Lord and His
punishment to the point of weeping. Abu Bakr (may Al-
lah be pleased with him) was also a great example of
this. He was simply known for crying out of fear of Al-
mighty Allah. These people were keen on serving fellow
human beings during the day and invoke Almighty Allah
at night in order to save them as well as all humanity
from His Punishment.

Let us contemplate the reality of the hereafter and let us
invoke Almighty Allah to forgive our sins and soften our
hearts.

Honesty

The Qur'an and the sunnah teach us good morals and
manners. Rasullah (SAAW) was the best example of the
teachings of the Qur'an. It is very important for a Muslim
to learn about Islamic Morals and follow the Sunnah as
the best model. Islam orders the Muslim to be honest to
himself and others. Honesty implies:

+ Telling the truth in all cases and under all condi-
tions.

» Fulfilling the promise, whether written or given
orally.

+ Giving the right advice to the one who asks for
it.

+ Doing one's work as sincerely and as perfectly
as possible.

+ Carrying out duties as fully as possible whether
the person is supervised or not.

+ Doing the right thing in the right way at the right
time.

+  Objectivity in evaluation and objectivity in deci-
sions of all types.

* Right selection of personnel and the right pro-
motion of personnel, i.e., by merit and not by
temper or favouritism or personal relations.

Prophet’s Model:

Although the disbelievers of Mecca were not accept-
ing Prophet Muhammad SAAW as Allah’s Messenger,
yet they were considering him as the most trustwor-
thy person in Mecca and were entrusting him with
their valuables. When making his plans to migrate
to Madina, and in spite of all the risks he was facing,
he wanted to make sure that all these valuables be
returned to their owners without alerting them of his
intention to leave.

Mohammed (PBUH), Messenger of Allah (SWT)
said: “The joys of Paradise will never be be-
stowed upon those who are gossiping about
other people”( Sahih Al-Bukhari).

Gossiping is a conversation that spreads personal
information, that maybe false, about other people
and is a cruel type of backbiting. It is the spreading
of stories from one person to another with the in-
tention of attacking someone’s honour and prop-
erty. Now a days we find gossip everywhere: in
magazines, on television on the computer and
sometimes even in our own homes. This hadith
shows us the severity if one engages in the act of
gossiping.

Allah (SWT) also compares gossiping to eating the
flesh of one’s own dead brother. When someone is
gossiped about they are not capable defend them-
selves just like the deceased. It tarnishes ones
reputation even if they are innocent of any wrong,
and destroys families and communities. There are
some cases where is permissible to backbite
(Stated in Sahih-Al-Bukhari hadith book.):

1. If an oppressed person speaks to someone
of authority to help he or she establish their rights.
2. It is permissible when helping someone
change his or her immoral actions.

3. When looking for a legal verdict it is ok to
point out faults of others.

4. To criticize those who openly commit acts

of disobedience ( Example: Drinking and gambling
in public)
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5. It is also allowed to mention the bad quali-
ties of somebody for marriage purposes.

In Surat-Ul-Humazah (The Gossip Mongers) Allah
tells us about how the people of Mecca would tell
people that entered the city not to listen to the
prophet Muhammad (SAW) and would say bad
things about him. The word humzah means a per-
son who speaks evil of people when they are not
around and it’s a part of the first ayyah in the Surat.
We learn in this surat that we must refrain from
gossiping to avoid hell and enter paradise.

If we commit the sin of gossiping we must repent
and ask Allah (SWT) for forgiveness. For the re-
pentance to be accepted, one must regret what
they have done and refrain from sin they have
committed. Also the gossiper should ask the of-
fended to pardon them. Once we gossip and the
word is out, even if it was unintentional there are no
ways we take them back even if we regret it. Gos-
sip is not easily forgiven or forgotten. So it is vital
that we select words very carefully before we say
them and if there is nothing good to say about
someone don't say it.

We can avoid gossiping by fearing Allah (SWT)
and thinking of the reward we will receive in the
hereafter when we desist from gossiping. It is un-
lawful to even listen to gossip, so one must choose
their company wisely and integrate Islamic practice
in life such as praying and reading Qur’an every
day.

As Muslims we should all try to avoid the sin of
gossiping and follow the sunnah of the Prophet
Muhammad (SAW). We all return to Allah (SWT)
and will be accountable for our own deeds. For
those who don’t gossip surely Allah will bestow
upon them the joys of paradise.
