Coordinator’'s Message

An initiative was suggested in 2007 to get the month of
October be declared as Islamic History Month Canada
on a yearly basis. The idea is to motivate Canadian
Muslims to annually share their history, heritage and
culture with fellow Canadians during one month to be
called “Islamic History Month Canada”.

The goal would be achieved through such events as
lectures, book fairs and other activities. These should be
used to highlight Islam to Muslims and Non-Muslims and
would also stress Muslim’s contributions to the many
areas of human knowledge including the arts, sciences,
medicine, and architecture.

Muslims in Kingston decided to join this initiative. A
small committee started working on that and they did
approach the Mayor of Kingston for the purpose of get-
ting the City Council to declare the Month of October as
“Islamic History Month Canada” in Kingston.

At its meeting of September 5, 2007 the City Council of
Kingston did unanimously approve the initiative and the
declaration was made as of that date.

A program was carried out that included two lectures
and a book display.

Once again the Mayor of Kingston declared the Month of
October 2008 as Islamic History Month and a program
was carried out that included three lectures, a documen-
tary and a book review as well as a display of books on
Islam in the public libraries.

Once again the Mayor did issue a proclamation of the
Month of October 2009 as the “Islamic History Month
Canada” in Kingston.

A committee has worked a rich program that can be
seen in the attached calendar of events in this issue.

The program includes two lectures, a screening of a film,
a discussion on Islamophobia, a book review as well as
display of Islamic books on Islam in the public library.

On October 6th at 7 p.m. the highly acclaimed film “New
Muslim Cool” will be screened, followed by a discussion
led by Imam Yasin Dwyer. The event will take place in
Room A, Stirling Hall, at Queen’s University.

On October 13th at 6:30 p.m., Dr. Dana Olwan will mod-
erate a discussion on Islamophobia in conjunction with
Queen’s Coalition Against Racial and Ethnic Discrimina-
tion, held in Room 236, John Deutsche Centre at
Queen’s University.

On October 14th at 7 p.m., lawyer and activist Khurram
Awan will speak on “Restricted Access: The Muslim-
Canadian experience with Human Rights and the Mac-
lean's Case.” The talk will be held in the Bioscience
Building, Room 1102, at Queen’s University.

On October 21at 7 p.m., Dr. Toby Birch, author of The
Final Crash: Addictive Debt and the Deformation of the
World Economy (2007), which predicted the current cri-
sis, will speak on “Islamic Finance vs. Recent Global
Crises,” also in Bioscience 1102 at Queen’s.

On October 27th, Dr. Adnan Husain will lead a discus-
sion of the award-winning book, How Does it Feel to be
a Problem: Being Young and Arab in America by
Moustafa Bayoumi, who grew up in Kingston. Copies of
the book can be bought at Novel Idea; there are also a
few copies available for loan through the Islamic Society
of Kingston. The discussion will take place 7-8:30 p.m.
in the Delahaye Room at the Kingston-Frontenac Public
Library at 130 Johnson street.

101.9 on October 12th and October 26th at 4 p.m.

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BRIEF BIO DATA OF SPEAKERS

TOBY BIRCH is the Managing Director of “Birch Assets

Limited” in Guernsey. The Company seeks to manageen
based on ethical, Islamic principles and to proddstainable
investment to both Muslims and non-Muslims alikee kas
appeared on CNBC Europe, BBC Television, BBC Raatid
Press TV and was voted Guernsey Investment Professof
the Year in 2007 by Citywealth magazine. He is alific
writer of financial articles and has been a confeeespeaker
in the UK, Europe and the Middle East.

Toby made his name as an author by writing one of the
most prescient forecasts of the credit crisis, published in
May 2007 by Pendula Press, just months before the
markets peaked. The Final Crash: addictive Debt and
the deformation of the World Economy was described by
Lord Rees-Mogg as “A very good book which I
recommend”.

Lord Desai of the London School of Economics declared
‘Do not say later you were not warned'.

He was educated at Rugby school and the City Univer-
sity where he studied Chemistry, graduating in 1989. He
was made a Fellow of the securities and Investment In-
stitute in 2000 and is one of a small humber of invest-
ment professionals to hold the Institute’s Islamic Finance
Quialification.
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Toby was previously the CEO of a single Family Office
in Guernsey and senior investment manager at Bank
Julius Baer, the largest independent wealth manager in
Switzerland. He has also been chairman of the fixed
income committee at the Dutch private bank Mees Pier-
son and fund manager for global balanced mandates at
Old Mutual International.

DANA OLWAN is Assistant Professor in the Department
of Women's Studies and Arab Studies program. She has
recently completed her dissertation project, "The Politics
of Legibility: Writing and Reading Contemporary
Women's Literature," whichutilizes the works of Diana
Abu-Jaber, Mohja Kahf, Suheir Hammad, Naomi Shihab
Nye, and Laila Halaby to raise questions about the
processes, methods, and practices of writing, publishing,
and reading Arab American women’s literature. Dana
has taught numerous courses at Queen's University,
including Debates on Feminism and Islam, a course
that aims to problematize stereotypes of Muslim
women’s victimization, oppression, and disempower-
ment, raising questions about the nature of feminism
and its assumed relationship to Islam. Dana’s academic
work is also influenced by her activism and involvement
with solidarity movements for Palestine. She served as
National Chair of Solidarity for Palestinian Human
Rights, a group that advocates for Palestinian rights on
Canadian university campuses.

KHURRUM AWAN is a Toronto-based lawyer who has
been involved in several social justice causes, including
the combating of negative stereotyping of Muslim Cana-
dian in media. As a law student he was part of a student
group that filed human rights complaints against Mac-
lean’s magazine, leading to Maclean’s magazine being
condemned by the Ontario Human Rights Commission
for racist and Islamophobic content. Among other things,
he has also appeared before the Canadian Senate
Committee on the Anti-Terrorism Legislation to argue for
changes to Canada’s anti-terror laws to better protect
rights and civil liberties.

ADNAN HUSAIN is both a Medieval European and Mid-
dle Eastern historian. His early work focused on reli-
gious phenomena and social imagination in Medieval
Catholicism and Islam, particularly on Franciscan spiri-
tual and Sufi mystical traditions. He now principally stud-
ies and teaches on the cross-cultural and inter-religious
encounters among the Muslims, Christians and Jews of
Latin Christendom and the Islamic world in the Mediter-
ranean zone from the tenth to the fifteenth centuries. On
these topics, he has published several articles; com-
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pleted a forthcoming study, entitled Identity Polemics:
Encounters with Islam in the Medieval Mediterranean
World (1150-1300); and has co-edited a collection, A
Faithful Sea: The Religious Cultures of the Mediterra-
nean, 1200-1700, in a new series he edits called "Islam
and the West: Influences, Interactions, Intersections."
He is currently at work on a study of the intellectual and
religious culture of Muslim diasporic minorities in "the
West" from the late Medieval Mediterranean to the Early
Modern Atlantic worlds, while co-editing a collection on
the cultural history of the Qur'an in translation.

Beyond his core research focus on religious culture and
difference in the pre-modern world, he makes strategic
forays into modern and contemporary areas of personal
and professional interest: Islam and Muslims in Europe
and North America, Middle East politics, public and po-
litical discourses in "multicultural” societies on race and
religion, and the histories of transnational solidarities
and resistance culture in the era from decolonization to
globalization. He explores some of these issues in a
weekly program, "Radio Bandung"
(www.radiobandung.blogspot.com), he co-hosts on
Queen's campus radio station (CFRC 101.9 FM,
www.cfrc.ca).

SEYYED HOSSEIN NASR currently University Profes-
sor of Islamic Studies at the George Washington Uni-
versity, Washington D.C. is one of the most important
and foremost scholars of Islamic, Religious and Com-
parative Studies in the world today. Author of over fifty
books and five hundred articles which have been trans-
lated into several major Islamic, European and Asian
languages, Professor Nasr is a well known and highly
respected intellectual figure both in the West and the
Islamic world. An eloquent speaker with a charismatic
presence, Nasr is a much sought after speaker at aca-
demic conferences and seminars, university and public
lectures and also radio and television programs in his
area of expertise. Possessor of an impressive academic
and intellectual record, his career as a teacher and
scholar spans over four decades.

Born in 1933, Professor Nasr began his illustrious teach-
ing career in 1955 when he was still a young and prom-
ising, doctoral student at Harvard University. Over the
years, he has taught and trained an innumerable num-
ber of students who have come from the different parts
of the world, and many of whom have become important
and prominent scholars in their fields of study.

For Professor Seyyed Hossein Nasr, the quest for
knowledge, specifically knowledge which enables man
to understand the true nature of things and which fur-
thermore, "liberates and delivers him from the fetters
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and limitations of earthly existence," has been and con-
tinues to be the central concern and determinant of his
intellectual life.

Dr Seyyed Hossein Nasr is not speaking but the lecture
he delivered last year will be broadcast on CFRC radio.

MOUSTAFA BAYOUMI is an associate professor of
English at Brooklyn College, the City University of New
York. Born in Zirich, Switzerland and raised in Kingston,
Canada, he completed his Ph.D. in English and com-
parative literature at Columbia University. He is co-editor
of The Edward Said Reader and has published aca-
demic essays in Transition, Interventions, The Yale
Journal of Criticism, Amerasia, Arab Studies Quarterly,
The Journal of Asian American Studies, and other
places. His writings have also appeared in The Nation,
The London Review of Books, and The Village Voice.
His essay “Disco Inferno,” originally published in The
Nation, was included in the collection Best Music Writing
2006. From 2003 to 2006, he served on the National
Council of the American Studies Association, and he is
currently an editor for Middle East Report. He is also an
occasional columnist for the Progressive Media Project,
an initiative of The Progressive magazine, through which
his op-eds appear in newspapers across the United
States. He lives in Brooklyn.

Dr Moustafa Bayoumi will not be speaking but his book
will be discussed.
