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Tragedy Around the World

We live in an era of instant communication. Whatever
happens anywhere in the globe, we can find out about it
within a few minutes. We also live in a country where a
significant number of people have recently come from
many parts of the world. We (Canadians) have friends
and relatives around the world. Those of us do not will
likely have neighbours, friends or colleagues who have
some connection to some other parts of the world.

The recent shooting at the Virginia Institute of Technol-
ogy (VIT), which killed 33 people, including the killer,
touched us all.

His wife, Olivia Monem, grew up in
Kingston and was Coordinator of the Education Commit-
tee of the ISK, also teaches at VIT. They are directly
affected by the shooting and we are indirectly affected
by it. Many Universities in the world mourns these
deaths with the faculty and students of Virginia Institute
of Technology. We too share their grief.

But as we mourn the deaths of these faculty and stu-
dents, we must not forget the daily killings of thousands
in the world. Tens (and sometimes hundreds) are killed
in Iraq everyday. There are also people being killed rou-
tinely in many other parts of the world, including Pales-
tine, Darfur and Afghanistan to name a few. These have
become so routine that they do not even make the head-
lines anymore. In all of these places the people who are
dying are Muslims; some of them are being killed by fel-
low Muslims.

As we hear the news about the killings and the injustices
around the world, what is our responsibility as Muslims?
Do we simply sit back, listen to the news and mourn
these events or are we requires to take action? | believe
that if we do nothing, we are not being responsible Mus-
lims or citizens.

The minimum we can do is pray to Allah (SWT) for the
victims, and for peace and an end to injustices in the
world. But we must also take an active role in the many
organizations that are making efforts to end such killings
and injustices around the world. There are also issues of
justice in Canada. Although there are some Muslim or-
ganizations (CAIR-Can and CIC, to name two) who work
in the area, our efforts need not be limited to participa-
tion in the Muslims organizations. There are many other
organizations who are trying to end injustices and killings
around the world. | believe, it is our responsibility to par-
ticipate and lend a helping hand to such organizations.

There are also relief organizations who are trying to help
minimize the suffering of those who are living in troubled
areas. There are many such Muslim organizations. | do
not wish to name any because | might leave out some.
Please help out (with your time and/or money) when
these relief organizations when they knock at your door.

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Da’'wah : The Mission of all the Prophets

The propagation of Islam was the mission of all the
Prophets and Messengers of Allah. There was
never a Prophet who was not a preacher and
teacher. All of them preached the same message:
‘Worship Allah, you have no other god but Him.’
They all called to their people saying: ‘1 do not seek
any reward from you for this work.’

There are five premises to the Islamic call, it has
five approaches, and its results are also five.

The five premises:

First: sincerity and truthfulness with Allah, and to
seek His favour. (98:5)

Second: to practice what one preaches. Actually it
is a scandal and disgrace that a person’s actions
contradict his words. (2:44)

Third: gentleness in presenting the message
(20:44)

Fourth: adopt a gradual approach to propagation.
Do as Prophet Muhammad, sallallahu “alaihi wa
sallam, did in his mission by beginning with the
most important matters; then follow them up in or-
der of priority.

Fifth: address every people with what is suited for
them and their needs. There is a special approach
to the people of the cities and another approach to
the villagers. Similarly, there is a special approach
to the bedouin. The intellectual has his position and
the ignorant has his position. So, there is a style for
the argumentative and an entirely different one for
the submissive. ‘And whoever is granted wisdom
has indeed been granted wealth abundant.’

The five means of propagation:

First: the individual method; that is, to invite the
person individually if the matter pertains to him
specifically.

Second: public or mass propagation such as in lec-
tures or exhortations that benefit the generality of
people.

Third: private lessons to students each in his spe-
cialty. This is the task of the scholars who special-
ize in their disciplines.
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Fourth: propagation through writing, correspon-
dence and authorship with guidance and benefit for
those who are called.

Fifth: propagation using modern means of commu-
nication to advance the cause of truth.

The five results:

First: to attain the position of inheritors of the
Prophets, for they were the first callers and bea-
cons of light in the field of propagation.

Second: to obtain prayers for your forgiveness from
the creation for having taught the people goodness.
Even the whale in the ocean will pray for the caller
to truth.

Third: to gain great rewards equivalent to that of
those invited.

Fourth: the development of the caller from being on
who is called to one who calls. He influences others
and is not influenced by others who call to evil.

Fifth: the caller will become a leader among his
people and they will follow him.
